BRICK PAVERS ORDER FORM

You can “Honor or Remember” a
veteran with a 4” x 8” engraved
concrete brick paver. These
brick pavers will lead up to the
MCTX Veterans Memorial and
may be purchased for $300
each. The veteran’s name,
branch of military, and dates are
suggested (all verbiage is
subject to approval). Bricks may
be purchased in honor of any
veteran who has served in the
U.S. Armed Forces.

The first line of all brick pavers
will read “In Honor of” or “In
Remembrance of”. You can
specify 2 lines of text to be
engraved with a maximum of 13
characters per line; this includes
spaces and punctuation. All text
will be centered; if the veteran’s
name exceeds 13 characters,
you can either use a shortened
first name (ex. Jon, John, J.) or
you can use two lines for the
first and last name.
