IT’S HURRICANE SEASON

he 2019 Hurricane season

began Saturday, June 1
and runs through Saturday,
Nov. 30. If disaster strikes,
Missouri ~ City’s Emergency
Operations Center (EOC) is
ready to respond.

Residents and businesses in
Fort Bend and Harris Counties
are encouraged to sign up for
emergency alerts on www.
missouricityready.com and
learn how to prepare supply
kits and stock up on necessary
items such as non-perishable
food, water, flashlights,
batteries, radios, first-aid Kkits,
cell phones, chargers, maps
and important documents.

While MCTX is designated by
the State as a pass-through
City for evacuees who live
along the Gulf Coast, citizens
are still encouraged to prepare
themselves and stay aware
of the potential for severe
weather that can accompany
tropical systems.

To emphasize the importance
of preparing before a storm
hits and to assist the public
with getting ready for the
2019 Hurricane Season, MCTV
produced  several videos
highlighting 7 key topics.

KEEPING YOU INFORMED

Help keep storm water sewer
systems free of lawn clippings,
pet waste and debris. Please
remind landscapers that it’s
against City ordinance to put
pollutants in drains. And,

individuals or yard crews should

not blow clippings or leaves into the

streets or in gutters.

Residents and businesses
pay $50 per year to register
alarm systems. City
ordinance does not allow
permits to be transferred
to another person or
premises. Permits are valid for a
12-month period from the date they
are issued, and holders are given 30
days’ notice of the expiration date
and the need for renewal. To renew
permits or obtain a new one, call
281.403.8643; pay online by going to
the City website and clicking “Online
Payments”; or mail a completed
application to: City of Missouri City,
Attn: Alarm Permitting, 1522 Texas
Pkwy., Missouri City, TX 77489.

All garbage, trash or yard
waste can be placed on the
curb at 6 p.m. the day before
pickup. Empty trash cans
must be stored out of public
view by midnight the day of
pickup.

City Code Enforcement
Officers are citing residents
straight to court for these
violations:

*High grass or weeds, junk
cars and dirty pools.
For a second violation, the following
will be cited to court:

«Trash cans, yard waste or any type
of garbage left out in public view,
except during allowed times.

City Council approved a
sidewalk policy to include
the following provisions:
Property owners should
mitigate the roots of trees/
landscaping prior to City
repair of sidewalks; the City should
not issue citations or liens against
property owners to secure mitigation
of root problems; and if root problems
are not mitigated within 30 days of
owners being notified, the sidewalk
should be replaced by the City in order
of priority based on severity by either
edge grinding, slab lifting or with a
crushed granite or similar material. The
policy also states that in cases of tree
root mitigation, if the property owners
agree to indemnify the City for any loss,
staff will mitigate the root problem and
repair the sidewalk.

MCTX has a Drought Contingency Plan (DCP) in place to curtail water use during times
of drought, water emergency and high usage that require conservation. A drought can

happen any time of year, however, they are concerning during the summer months
when irrigation and use are peak.

City Council approved a
no-smoking ordinance,

including NG
electronic N:osmaﬂs
cigarettes
and vaping

devices, that OF ALL
prohibits lighting up Emis

in most public places,
including restaurants
and educational facilities. Smoking is
also banned in areas within 20 feet of
the playing surface or competition area
during a youth sporting event at a City
park. Violations are subject to a fine of
up to $500.

City Council passed a

texting ordinance that

bans motorists from using

wireless communications

devices to view, send

or compose electronic
messages while driving and when
stopped at stop signs and traffic signals.
Violations are subject to a fine of up to

$500.

City ordinance stipulates
where registered sex
offenders may reside in the
City; it establishes a 2,500-
foot buffer zone around
parks, schools, swimming
pools, recreational facilities and other
public places where children gather.

City Council
approved an
ordinance
requiring metal
recycling and
crafted precious
metal dealers to obtain a dealer
permit from the City. The law allows
police officers or Staff to inspect
such businesses and requires that all
transactions be reported via a web-
based database designated by the Police
Department.

garage doors with proper plywood, steel or aluminum panels once there is a storm approaching.

Help Your Neighbor: Check on your neighbors and share the importance of preparing ahead of time, collecting
supplies before the storm, assisting with evacuation if needed and checking-in after the storm passes.

Complete a Written Plan: Take the time now to write down your hurricane plan and share it with your family.
Know where you will ride out the storm and get your supplies. Don’t forget to keep all your important documents
together for quick access and have photo documentation of all valuables.

BUDGET FAQ .

The budget provides a comprehensive annual
financial plan of all City funds, expenditures and
activities. In addition, the City budget outlines
the proposed financial policies of the City for
the ensuing fiscal year, describes the important
features of the budget, and indicates any major
changes from the current year. The adopted tax
levy, including debt services, are outlined in the
City budget.

How does the City’s budget planning process
work?

Staff prepares budget preparation documents

in alignment with Council’s priorities and the
City’s Strategic Plan. Departments will meet
with Financial Services and City Manager’s
office to discuss budget requests as well as any
supplemental and capital budget requests.
As scheduled in the budget process, the City
Manager will review all departmental budgets
requests and make any adjustments that are
deemed appropriate. The City Manager, Assistant
City Managers and Department Directors will
meet with Financial Services and the Council
Finance and Services Committee, which includes
three Councilmembers, to discuss various items
in the proposed budget, and to address any items
that are of concern. These meetings are held prior
to the submission of the proposed budget to

Councilmembers. Management, with assistance
from the Financial Services Department,
completes the proposed budget to submit to City
Council for consideration in August.

How can citizens provide input and feedback
for the budget?

During the budget process, citizens will have the

opportunity to provide feedback during public
input sessions with City Council and staff. Watch
the website for details.

Where can citizens view the City budget and
other financial documents?

How does the City prioritize funding for
projects each year?

Based on the City’s Strategic Plan, Council’s
priorities and available funding.

When will public hearings and final adoption
for the FY2020 budget take place?

It is estimated that public hearings and final
adoption will be in September 2019.

Spraying Taking Place Citywide

In recent weeks, citizens have raised questions
about the City’s mosquito control program and
spray schedule. To address residents’ inquiries,
staff compiled a list of frequently asked questions
in relation to this topic:

Yes; the City has a strategic program in place that is
targeted to work toward environmentally friendly
control of adult mosquitoes and prevention of
breeding sites. The contractor is Cypress Creek
Pest Control and their agreement requires that
four to five trucks spray every Thursday from 9 p.m.
to 5 a.m. beginning each year in May through the
first week of November.

Spraying covers all streets and neighborhoods
within City limits, including the private streets
of communities that have provided a gate code
for accessibility by the spraying contractor. Also,
in addition to the contractor’s cycle, City staff
sprays common areas where mosquitoes swarm
like parks, green spaces, and the Quail Valley Golf
Course.

Staff monitors the issue, and when necessary,

additional spray days are added for communities
and greenspaces citywide.
