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2016 - 2017 Redesign Project Overview

Website Redesign and Upgrade was both a City Council/City Manager priority project of FY2017 and the new site was launched in November,
2017.

Initial process included site visits; reviewing comparable websites and best of web awardees; and negotiating an agreement with CivicPlus
which included another redesign in the future.

Residents; City Council; stakeholders; City Manager’s office; employees from all departments; the University of Houston Master of Public
Administration program, who polled local businesses for the initiative; Creative Consumer Research, a market research firm that conducted
an independent internal/external project survey and public input symposium were all vital partners in this initiative.

After analyzing about 300 internal/external survey responses, team worked with CivicPlus on the layout process and received final approval
from the City Manager’s office.

SYNOPSIS

Funds have been budgeted in the current fiscal year to create a master plan for StaMo Park. The Parks and
Recreation department have with the input from community groups developed a plan for review.

STRATEGIC PLAN 2019 GOALS ADDRESSED

e Create a great place to live

BACKGROUND

Sta-Mo Sports Complex was acquired by the City in 1984. Nearly all improvements at the park have been
done by volunteer groups and youth sports organizations. Due to decreasing participation and lack of funds,
the park has fallen into a state of disrepair. Funds were budgeted in the current fiscal year to develop a

master plan for the park. The department hired MHS Planning to assist with the project. A public input
session was held with representatives from the City of Stafford and various special interest groups and
Missouri City Residents. The design was presented to the Parks Board at their June meeting.

FOR AND IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual obligations and benefits to be derived
hereunder Stafford and Missouri City hereby sgree as follows:

1. Missouri City h&eby acknowledges receipt of $16,634.00 from Stafford for
Stafford’s share of the aperating expenses incurred and the costs of the capital improvemeats made
to the Park through June 30, 1998. This amount is 26.8% of the total expenditures of $62,068.49
and based on 192 Stafford youth participents out of a total of 715 participants.

2. The term “fiscal year” as used in this Agreement shall mean and refer to the period
beginning on July 1 and ending on June 30.

3. Stafford hereby agrees to pay a proportionate share, as hereinafter caloulased, of the
normal maintenance and operating expenses of the Park for the current fiscal year. Stafford’s
proportionate share of such expenses shall be determined by dividing the total number of Stafford
youths participating in organized sports activities at the Park by the rotal number of all youths
participating in such activities and multiplying the result by the total’iozllown of normal maintenance
and operating expenses of the Park incurred by Missouri City for such fiscal year. Such amount
shall be paid within thirty (30) days of receipt of the invoice end docwmentation supportiag the
calculation of Stafford’s proportionate share.

4. Stafford further agrees to pay a proportionate share of the costs of capital
improvements made to the Park by Missouri City for the current fiscal year; provided that, prior to

undertaking such capital improvements, whether one or more, Missouri City submits a written
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description of each proposed capital improvement, including the total estimated cost of same to the
Stafford City Council for approval. Stafford shall not be required to pay Missouri City ox share in
the cost of any capital improvement to the Park unless, on separate motion of Stafford City
Council, Stafford has approved such expenditure. Stafford’s proportionate sharc of such costs for
such fiscal year shall be calculated in the same manner as described in paragraph 3 above for
maintenance and operating expenses.

S. All payments required under this Agreement shall be made from current revenues
available to the paying party.

6. Missouri City shall maintain the Park by the same means and in the same manner
that it maintains other park facilities in Missouri City.

7. Missount City shall continue to provide access to its Park facilities and orgamized
sports and recreation activities to Stafford youth on a non-discriminstory basis during the tesm of

SYNOPSIS

The most recent contract with Texas Department of Public Safety (TDPS) is dated in 2012. TDPS has sent
the new contract draft that encompasses the many legislative changes over the years. Per our contract we
can discontinue participation with a thirty (30) day notice to TDPS. Considering recent legislative changes,
participation in the program results in even less revenue and more administrative work than it has required
in prior years.

BACKGROUND |

The Texas Department of Public Safety (TDPS) that operates the Failure to Appear Program. City
administration can choose to participate in the program or not. The City has a current contract with the City
that is up for renewal. The new contract language encompasses the many legislative changes over the years
since the last contract was signed in 2012. Per our contract we can discontinue participation with a thirty (30)
day notice to TDPS. A cost benefit analysis was done to see the overall budgetary impact of choosing to
participate in the program. The results showed that participating in the program costs the City more money
that what is collected. Additional research showed mixed reviews on the effectiveness of the program as a
collection tool, which is its purpose. Research also showed the program having a potentially negative impact
on lower income citizens. After considering the cost benefit analysis and the potential impact to our citizens,
we recommend giving notice of discontinuing participation in the FTA program.

l. Parties

This Intertocal Cooperation Contract (“Contract”) is made and entered into
hetween the Texas Department of Public Safety (“TDPS"), a political subdivision of
the State of Texas, and the _ City of Missouri City ,
a local political subdivision of the State of Texas,

Il. Overview

The purpose of this Contract is to implement the provisions of Texas
Transportation Code Chapter 706. A local political subdivision may contract with
the TDPS to provide information necessary to deny renewal of the driver license of
a person who fails to appear for a compiaint or citation or fails to pay or satisty a
judgment ordering payment of a fine and cost in the manner ordered by the court
in a matter involving any offense that a court has jurisdiction of under Chapter 4,
Code of Criminal Procedure,

The TDPS has authority to contract with a private vendor ("Vendor”) pursuant to
Texas Transportation Code §706.008. The Vendor will provide the necessary
goods and services to establish an automated system (“FTA System”) whereby
information regarding violators subject to the provisions of Texas Transportation
Code Chapter 706 may be accurately stored and accessed by the TDPS. Utilizing
the FTA System as a source of information, the TDPS may deny renewal of a
driver lcense to a person who is the subject of an FTA System entry.

Each iocal political subdivision contracting with the TDPS will pay monies to the
Vendor based on a fee established by this Contract. The TDPS will make no
direct or indirect payments to the Vendor. The Vendor will ensure that accurate
information is available to the TDPS, political subdivisions and persons seeking to
clear their licenses at all reasonable times.

I, Definitions

“Complaint" means notice of an offense as defined in Article 27.14(d) or. Article
45.019, Code of Criminal Procedure.
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“Department” or “TDPS” means the Texas Department of Public Safety.

“Failure to Appear Program” or “FTA Program” refers to the implementation efforts
of all parties, including those system components provided by the TDPS, local
political subdivisions and the Vendor, including the FTA System.

“Failure to Appear System" or “FTA System” refers to the goods and services,
including all hardware, software, consulting services, telephone and related
support services, supplied by the Vendor,

“FTA Software” refers to computer software developed or maintained now or in the
future by the Vendor to support the FTA System.

“Originating Court” refers to the court in which an applicable violation has been
filed for which a person has failed to appear or failed to pay or satisfy a judgment
and which has submitted an appropriate FTA Report.

“State” refers to the State of Texas.
“Local political subdivision” refers to a city or county of the State of Texas.

Unless otherwise defined, terms used herein shall have the meaning assigned by
Texas Transportation Code Chapter 706 or other relevant statute. Temms not
defined in this Contract or by other relevant statutes shall be given their ordinary
meanings. o

 IV. Governing Law

This Contract is entered into pursuant to Texas Government Code Chapter 791
and Is subject to the laws and jurisdiction of the State of Texas and shall be
construed and interpreted accordingly.

V. Venue

The parties agree that this Contract is deemed performable in Travis County,
Texas, and that venue for any suit arising from the interpretation or enforcerment of
this Contract shall lis in Travis County, Texas.

VI. Application and Scope of Contract

This Contract applies to each FTA Report submitted to and accepted by the TDPS
or the Vendor by the local political subdivision pursuant to the authority of Texas

Transportation Code Chapter 706.
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VIi. Required Warning on Citation for Traffic Law Violations

A peace officer authorized to issue citations within the jurisdiction of the local
political subdivision shall issue a written warning 1o each person to whom the
officer issues a citation for a traffic law violation. This warning shall be provided in
addition to any other warnings required by law. The warning must state in
substance that if the person fails to appear in court for the prosecution of the
offense or if the person fails o pay or satisfy a judgment ordering the payment of a
fine and cost in the manner ordered by the court, the person may be denied
renewal of the person’s driver license. The written warning may be printed on the
citation or on a separate instrument,

VIH. FTA Report

If the person falls to appear or fails to pay or satisfy a judgment as required by law,
the local political subdivision may submit an FTA Report containing the following
information: -

(1) the jurisdiction in which the alleged offense oceutred;

{2) the name of the local political subdivision submitting the report;

(3) the name, date of birth and Texas driver license number of the person who
failed to appear or failed to pay or satisfy a judgment;

(4) the date of the alleged violation;

(5) a brief description of the alleged violation; -

(6) a statement that the person falled to appear or failed to pay or satisfy a
judgment as required by law;

{7) the date that the person failed to appear or failed to pay or satisfy a judgment;
and

{8) any other information required by the TDPS.

There is no requirement that a criminal warrant be issued in response to the
person’s failure to appear. The focal political subdivision must make reascnable
efforts to ensure that all FTA Reports are accurate, complete and non-duplicative..

IX. Clearance Reports

The originating court that files the FTA Report has a continuing obligation to
review the report and promptly submit appropriate additional information or reports
to the Vendor or the TDPS. The clearance report shall identify the person, state
whether or not a fee was required, advise the TDPS to lift the denial of renewal
and state the grounds for the action. All clearance repors must be submitted
immediately from the time and date that the originating court receives appropriate
payment or other information that satisfies the citizen’s obligation to that court.
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To the extent that a local political subdivision utilizes the FTA Program by
submitting an FTA Report, there is a corresponding obligation to collect the
statutorily required $30.00 administrative fee. If the person is acquitted of the
underlying offense for which the original FTA Report was filed, the originating court
shall not require payment of the administrative fee. The local political subdivision
shall submit a clearance report immediately advising the TDPS to lift the deniai of
renewal and identifying the grounds for the action.

The local political subdivision must immediately file a clearance report upon
payment of the administrative fee and:

(1) the perfection of an appeal of the case for which the warrant of arrest was

issued or judgment arose;
(2) the dismissal of the charge for which the warrant of arrest was issued or

judgment arose;
(3) the posting of a bond or the giving of other security to reinstate the charge for

which the warrant was issued;

{4} the payment or discharge of the fine and cost owed on an cutstanding
judgment of the court; or

(5) other suitable arrangement to pay the fine and cost within the court's discretion,

The TDPS will not continue to deny renewal of the person's driver license after
receiving notice from the local political subdivision that the FTA Report was
submitted in error or has been destroyed in accordance with the local political
subdivision’s record retention policy.

X. Compliance with Law

The local political subdivision understands and agrees that it wili comply with ail
local, state and federal laws in the performance of this Contract, mcluding
administrative rutes adopted by the TDPS. .

Xl Accounting Procedures

An officer collecting fees pursuant to Texas Transgportation Code §706.006 shall
keep separate records of the funds and shall deposit the funds in the appropriate
municipal or county treasury. The custodian of the municipal or county treasury
may deposit such fees in an interest-bearing account and retain the interest
eamned thereon for the local political subdivision. The custodian shall keep
accurate and complete records of funds received and disbursed in accordance
with this Contract and the governing statutes.

The custodian shall remit $20.00 of each fee collected pursuant to Texas
Transportation Code §706.006 to the Comptroller on or bejore the last day of each
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calendar quarter and retain $10.00 of each fee for payment to the Vendor and
credit to the general fund of the municipal or county treasury.

Xil, Payments to Vendor

The TDPS has contracted with OmniBase Services of Texas (*Vendor”), a
corporation organized and incorporated under the laws of the State of Texas, with
its principal place of business in Austin, Texas, to assist with the implementation of
the FTA Program.

The local political subdivision must pay the Vendor a fee of $6.00 per person for
each violation which has been reported to the Vendor and for which the local
political subdivision has subsequently collected the statutorily required $30.00
administrative fee. In the event that the person has been acquitied of the
underlying charge, no payment will be made to the Vendor or required of the local
political subdivision. 1 , '

The parties agree that payment shail be made by the locai political subdivision to
the Vendor no later than the last day of the month following the close of the
calendar quarter in which the payment was received by the local political
subdivision.

XN, Litigation and indemnity

In the ovent that the local political subdivision is aware of litigation in which this
Contract or Texas Transportation Code Chapter 706 is subject to constitutional,
statutory, or common-law chaillenge, or is struck down by judicial decision, the
local political subdivision shall make a good faith effort to notify the TDPS
Immediately. S

Each party may participate in the defense of a claim or suit affecting the FTA
Program, but no costs or expenses shall be incurred for any party by the other
party without written consent.

To the extent authorized by law, the local political subdivision Cily agrees to
indemnify and hold harmless the TDPS against any claims, suits, actions,

damages and costs of every nature or description arising out of or resulting from
the performance of this Contract, and the local political subdivision City further
agrees to satisfy any final judgment awarded against the local political subdivision
Chy or the TDPS arising from the performance of this Contract, provided said
claim, suit, action, damage, judgment or related cost is not attributed by the
judgment of a court of competent jurisdiction to the sole negligence of the TDPS.

It is the agreement of the parties that any litigation involving the parties to this
Contract may not be compromised or settled without the express consent of the
TDPS, unless such litigation does not name the TDPS as a party.

This section is subject to the statutory rights and duties of the Attorney General for
the State of Texas.

XIV. Contract Modification

No modifications, amendments or suppiements to, or waivers of, any provision of
this Contract shaill be valid uniess made in writing and executed in the same
manner as this Contract.

XV. Severability

If any provision of this Contract is held to be illegal, invalid or unenforceable under
present or future laws effective during the term hereof, such provision shall be fully
severable. This Contract shall be construed and enforced as if such illegal, invalid
or unenforceable provision had never comprised a part hereof, and the remaining
provisions shalil remain in full force and effect and shall not be affected by the
fllegal, invalid or unenforceable provision or by its severance therefrom.

XVi. Multiple Counterparis

This Contract may be executed in a number of identical counterparts, each of
which shall be deemed an original for all purposes and all of which constitutes,
collectively, one Contract. But, in making proof of this Contract, it shall not be
necessary to produce or account for more than one such counterpart.

SYNOPSIS

This is being brought to the City Council of the City of Missouri City, Texas (the “City”) for consideration and
authorization of use of Coronavirus Relief Funds (CARES act) funding for the City of Missouri City.
Department Directors have put together a list of recommendations on programs or projects to utilize funds.

STRATEGIC PLAN 2019 GOALS ADDRESSED

¢ Create a great place to live
¢ Maintain a financially sound City

BACKGROUND

The CARES Act established the Coronavirus Relief Fund (the “Fund”) and appropriated $150 billion to the
Fund. Fort Bend County received $134,262,393.00 from the State of Texas from the Fund. Missouri City is
eligible to receive up to $3,763,760.00 in reimbursements from Fort Bend County. The City would be required
to make expenditures up front before receiving reimbursements.

The CARES Act provides that payments from the Fund may only be used to cover costs that—

are necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to the
Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19);

. were not accounted for in the budget most recently approved as of March 27, 2020 (the date of
enactment of the CARES Act) for the State or government; and

. were incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020.1

Councilmember Boney requested an ordinance changing the threshold by which a member of the
public may request the change on an existing street name. This item provides the City Council with draft
language for the proposed ordinance.

BACKGROUND

Chapter 16, Naming of City Property and City Programs, was adopted pursuant to Ordinance No. O-
17-19, on July 3, 2017, to establish a process by which City streets, facilities, and programs could be named.
On November 4, 2019, Council considered renaming certain streets and requested an ordinance regarding
renaming new streets. Such ordinance will be introduced to the City Council in the coming weeks. The
proposed ordinance decreases the amount of signatures of the owners of property abutting a City street to
be renamed needed to request a street name change.

“CHAPTER 16 - NAMING OF CITY PROPERTY AND CITY PROGRAMS
ARTICLE Ill. - CITY STREETS
DIVISION 2. - PROCEDURE FOR RENAMING CITY STREETS

Sec. 16-52. - Applications initiated by persons other than councilmembers.

A person, other than a councilmember, seeking to rename a city street shall file an
application to rename a city street with the director of public works or his designee on an
application form provided by the director. The application shall include the following
information:

(1) The name, address, telephone number, and email address of the applicant;

(2) The current name and location of the city street that the applicant seeks to
rename;

(3) The proposed name of the city street, provided that, if the proposed name is the
name of an entity, the information set forth in subsection 16-22(4) shall also be
provided;

(4) A petition that bears the signatures of at least 9870 percent of the number of
owners of property abutting the city street to be renamed;

(5) Applicable documentation that demonstrates how the proposed name is
consistent with the criteria set forth in section 16-3; and

(6) Any other information that may be requested by the city to fully evaluate and
review the application.”
